Check-in and set-up: Check in on Friday afternoon, time to be announced, and Saturday morning, 6:00 a.m. in City Park,
aka Library Park, Washington Street (between Summer and Linden Streets), Bath. Artists provide their own display racks,
shelters, and all equipment. Ground maybe uneven and damp; bring items for leveling display. Protection from rain and
wind is strongly recommended. Overnight removal of artwork overnight is recommended.

Parking Friday night will be limited. Parking on Saturday morning is permitted on Washington Street for 10-15 minutes
while unloading only. Volunteers will monitor the parking and unloading, and provide booth security while exhibitors
move cars to off-site parking; a map will be provided and a shuttle will operate at the start and end of the day.

Sales: Artists must be present at the show, and handle the sale of their work. Artists are responsible for collecting,
paying, and filing returns for the 5% Maine State sales tax on all sales.

Judging for Awards and Cash Prizes begins at 9:30 am on Saturday. Awards in include $150 Best in Show and $75
Honorable Mention Awards.
